In certain areas of the world, it is common for famiilies to burn trash in open piles. 
Unfortunately, where family shelters are little more than makeshi� huts, it only takes a 
stray spark to create an emergency. In one such case, six homes were quickly engulfed in 
flames. Families watched in horror as all of their worldly possessions went up in smoke. 
Fortunately, a CFC-participating charity working in the area heard about the disaster and 
sent a team of volunteers armeed with building supplies to reconstruct these families’ 
homes. One day of construction provided a fresh start for the families and also hope for 
the furture.
